In 2015, paper usage decreased by 12.99% per co-worker compared to 2014 due to the continuing increased use
of electronic data. The Bank now uses AutoOffice System, developed by the Bank's IT Division and launched in
late 2014, to send/receive internal information and other requests such as staff loans, office equipment, staff

biographies, clearing medical, etc.
